(a) IN GENERAL.—Subject to the availability of ap-3

propriations under subsection (d), the Secretary shall, in4

consultation with the Secretary of Agriculture and the5

Biomass Research and Development Technical Advisory6

Committee established under section 306 of the Biomass7

Research and Development Act of 2000 (Public Law 106–8

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known as the ‘‘Advanced Biofuel Technologies Program’’,1

to demonstrate advanced technologies for the production2

of alternative transportation fuels.3
